The NetBSD Project is pleased to announce NetBSD 10.1, the first point release of the NetBSD 10 stable branch.

Upgrade instructions
An existing installation can be upgraded by booting an installation image and selecting the Upgrade option.
If you are using other update methods, update the kernel and modules first, then reboot and update your userspace.

You will need to adjust any package repository URL and update all third-party packages. Note also the addition of the
new gpufw set, which may need to be installed separately with sysinst(8).

bridge(4): implemented interface protection, a feature similar to "protected-port" or "isolation" in some router
products.
